- Those volunteering to provide transportation and those needing transportation, please meet at Holy Cross parking lot at 4pm
(the side closest to the Animal Hospital).

- Goal: to take as few passenger cars as possible, since parking can be a challenge

- There is street parking, metered parking, as well as parking at a nearby high school

- Location: 1116 Spring Garden Street, Philadelphia, PA 19123

- 4:00pm — Building becomes available to Sponsoring Church (Holy Cross)

- 4:30pm — Parking lot becomes available to us

- 5:00pm — Food is scheduled to arrive onsite. 3 cars (vans preferred) needed to transport food and supplies!! Anything
requiring heating will be placed in ovens at this time. There will be No Cooking Onsite, kitchen is too cramped.

- 5:30pm — Latest Volunteer Servers should arrive and instructions and assignments will be given onsite - See Veronica upon
arrival to check-in!

- 5:45pm — Volunteers convene for an Opening Prayer and final setup

- 6:00pm — Doors open and guests enter the building

- 6:15pm to 6:40pm — Worship Service (25min total)

- 6:40pm — Meal is served to guests

- 7:20pm — Serving of seconds, for those who request it, is completed

- 7:30pm — Cleaning of hall (clearing of tables, collapsing tables/chairs, and cleaning floors)

- 7:45pm — Closing Prayer and reflection; all supplies are collected and packed for departure (10 min)
